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A Millom note book Vol 1



The following notes were commenced when I
was curate of the Millom Parish Church 1895-1900
and vicar of Eskdale 1900-1904.
Many of them were written before the S Bees
Register and the second series of Furness Couchers
had been published so that when I lived in
Cumberland I had no opportunity of studying
on the spot the sites indicated in the charters
there mentioned. For the identification of places
I have had therefore to depend on my note books
and recollection aided by ordnance survey maps.
Mr. W.M. Thompson of S Bees and
Mr. Harper Gaythorpe of Barrow and later 
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Mr W.G. Collingwood gave me many kindly
hints and suggestions as to sources of information
and the opportunity of attempting to obtain
from local landowners and farmers such traditions
as were still remembered and scraps of sayings
and doings which in the course of years and
progress of modern education will inevitably
be forgotten before long.
Many of these notes are entirely due to the information
given me by those former members of our society.
Some years ago I sent to two of my successors
all my note books i.e. to Millom and Eskdale in the
hope that they would be made use of, or at any
rate put in a safe place for future reference. At Eskdale
one book was most unfortunately destroyed and one of
them at Millom has been lost and the other so disfigured
by children who had access to them that it has
been necessary to make a copy.
I am therefore asking the society to give them room
among their documents so that, for what 
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they are worth to some future collector or historian
of Millom and the neighbouring parishes, they may
be preserved.

An attempt to commence an Annals of the History
of the parishes contained within the lordship of Millom.
Each year fresh data comes to hand which alter the
suggested dates of some of the charters.  Those given
are not always in agreement with the opinion of the
editors of the references especially where it has seemed
possible to narrow down a wider margin.
No attempt has been made to tabulate the History
of the Hudlestone Family – save in one or two instances – 
because the family records are at the present time
being collected by a descendant who is a member of
our society and from whom we hope to receive a
more satisfactory history than we at present possess.
The church accounts of Millom and later records of
the church and parish also await a collector.  My
opportunities were very limited as my Vicar at Millom
objected to his Curate’s inquisitiveness.  The Annals of
the parish therefore end rather abruptly.

(i) An appeal against exorbitant exactures laid upon
the tenants of Millom.  Suggested date 1686-1700.
Edmund Myers and customary tenants appellant.
Joseph Hudleston, Richard Hudleston and another. Respondents
States that William Hudleston (d1628) exacted arbitrary fines
that the complainants, in Chancery in 1606-07 obtained an
award for a fixed scale.  Some years later this order was
evaded and made a pretence to set aside the judgment.
Further appeals were made and a decision obtained.  The costs
of the appeal stated.  Various judgements in secular
cases are cited.  The present appeal made on various
grounds but principally because of the heavy exactions other
than customary dues – for example. [?]Hernoli Day services
Interest on loans  Marriage of an heir.  Timber. Peat
and the ever present threat of gallows for obstinacy.
Appeal that the judgment of James I (1606) may
be upheld.
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(ii) The appeal of the Customary Tenants of Whitbeck.
Suggestion for fixing a date – probably 1684.
The Appeal addressed to the Rt Hon. George, Lord Jeffreys
by nineteen named Customary Tenants of Whitbeck,
recites that formerly the Prior of Conishead and his successors
were the rightful owners of the Manor of Whitbeck and
that the Customs of the Manor were identical with
those of the Manor of Fornesse.  During the times the
Manor was held by the crown this custom continued
but in 1578 the tenants had been informed they could
obtain enfranchisement and they employed one of their number
to act as their agent.  Whatever difficulties there may
have been seem to have been surmounted by the authorities
placing the manor at the disposal and in the name of
the agent.  But he did not carry out the terms under which
he was engaged.  Instead he retained the manor
as his own.  An appeal was lodged and arbitrators
were appointed Ferdinand Hudleston and Edward Stanley
but their award only established deferent levies
 for the customary dues.  The successor of the these
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evaded the terms of the arbitration and proceeded to
exact increased customary fine – therefore the
petitioners are by this appeal asking for an order
of restraint.
