[bookmark: _Hlk174734734]If coming from Millom go towards Broughton in Furness, about a quarter of a mile outside Millom on your left is the church.  There is a blue sign to Ancient Church – but it is a VERY tight turn into a small lane, parking is then on right (Priority for stallholders) but only for about 12 cars.  Parking for the Convention is best on the road, on the castle side. This will be is the easiest option. A few reserved disabled spaces only are at the church entrance but space is tight.
